Whatõs Cooking in Cooking 
 The recipe of the week is for  FRUIT PIZZA!  

 

Å Preheat oven to 350 and prepare a 17.5 oz pouch of sugar cookie mix according to directions.  
Å Using your hands, evenly spread the dough on a cookie sheet. Poke the dough lightly with a fork to 

prevent air bubbles. 
Å Bake until lightly browned, about 12 min. Cool completely.  
Å Mix one 7 oz package marshmallow cream with one 8 oz block of cream cheese until smooth. 
Å Frost cookie dough crust with the cream mixture, and cover with 2 -3 cups sliced fruit (strawberry, 

blueberries, kiwi, etc.) 
Å Slice into pieces and serve!

Kiddie Kastle campers are placed in tribes by group (for example, all BKB campers are Manitous this 

year), and once campers are in Main Camp (1st grade and up), the tribe theyôre assigned is the tribe 

they stay in for the duration of their LakeView experience. Campers often wear their tribe colors to show 

their support during Tribal Days. 
 

Campers spend part of the day in their groups, and part with their tribes, participating in games and 

competitions, and having lots of fun! The winner of Tribal Days will be announced Wednesday 

afternoon.
